Subsequent to this award, WMPI was the successful applicant for $100 million under the first round of DOE’s Clean Coal Power Initiative Solicitation.  These funds will be used for the construction of the $612 million Giberton facility.  In addition, the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania has approved $47 million in transferable investment tax credits to be used toward the construction of the plant.
John also serves as president/CEO of numerous other energy related companies including the Gilberton Power Company, Schuylkill Energy Resources Power Company and the Reading Anthracite Coal Co.

John, upon graduation from the University of Colorado, returned to work in the Anthracite coal fields of Pennsylvania and has been in directing the operation of numerous companies ever since.  John resides in Auburn, Schuylkill County, Pennsylvania and has four children.
