WMPI announces execution of a Memorandum of Understanding with Shell Global Solutions (US) Inc.,  

which furthers negotiations between the parties regarding WMPI’s potential coal-to-clean fuels and power project in Pennsylvania. 

GILBERTON, Pennsylvania, April 7,  2005

WMPI Pty., LLC is involved in the development of coal gasification based liquid fuels production facilities.  Today WMPI announces the conclusion of memorandum of understanding (MOU) with Shell Global Solutions (US) Inc. (Shell GSUS), a member of the Royal Dutch/Shell group of companies.  

Under the MOU, WMPI and Shell GSUS (or an affiliate) will negotiate the potential use of the proprietary Shell Coal Gasification Process technology, and will negotiate terms for Shell GSUS to possibly provide technical services to the proposed WMPI project (Project).  The Project would be located near Gilberton, Pennsylvania.  

The Project is designed to  co-produce 5,034 barrels per day of ultra-clean transportation liquids and 41 Mw of electricity for export.  The Project is designed to  process (reclaim) 1.4 million tons per year of Anthracite coal waste (culm) as feed to the coal gasification unit.  


Upon the completion of the Project  financing, WMPI contemplates the possibility of larger-scale commercial plants (10-12 fold increase in output size). 

The Project is funded, in part, by the United States Department of Energy, National Energy Technology Laboratory under The Early Entrance Co-Production (EECP)  solicitation (DE-FC26-00NT40693 ).
